» City Wells & Customer Meters both were down from the previous year!
e Were these reductions due to poor weather, more snow birds or something else?

» What’s the large gap between the City Wells & Customer Meters flows ?
(61.5 million gallons and increasing 14%)

e Believed to be mostly Municipal usage (restrooms, showers, marina, etc)

e Makes City biggest customer by a wide margin, with no utility charges

» Why the even larger gap between City Wells & Sewage flows ?
(181.2 million gallons and increasing rapidly 58%)

e Infiltration & Inflow into sewer system exacerbated by last year’s flooding which
affects our quality of life and costs us big bucks for treatment.

e Even under more moderate conditions, Infiltration & Inflow needs attention
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Sea Isle City — Water & Sewer Update

> How do we conserve our water & sewer resources?

Sewer excess rates way too cheap
e Little incentive for anyone to conserve
e Do not reflect treatment costs (summer $16.50 vs. $1.50)
e Largest customers (300,000g+) subsidized by everyone (average = 35,000g)

Manage Municipal Usage
e Monitor, publish and manage usage for public facilities
e City should be a utility customer and pass costs to service users and taxpayers

Educate, Educate, Educate!
e Get the message out - most folks will respond if they understand issue and
know what they can easily do!

Create Municipal Incentive Programs
e large Customers
e Rate Reform needed to remove subsidies and create incentives
e Low-Flow equipment subsidy/loan program may make sense at that point

e Ordinary Customers
e Low-Flow equipment sales would create easy way for participants
